The word ‘perceptive’ means to be insightful. This suggests that people believed Socrates to have a deep
understanding of concepts or people.

* ‘..he also advocated the need to listen..” What does the word ‘advocated’ suggest about his feelings towards
developing people’s listening skills?

To advocate something is to publicly support it. This tells us that Socrates was a strong supporter of developing

listening skills.

The word ‘probe’ means to explore or to examine something in detail. The word ‘contradictions’ refers to a
combination of statements or ideas that are opposed to one another. The phrase suggests that you watch out for
things that appear to mean the opposite, in order to establish the truth.

* ‘..resulted in his untimely death.” What does the word ‘untimely’ suggest about his death?

The word ‘untimely’ refers to an event or act which has happened prematurely or at an unsuitable time. This
suggests that his death occurred earlier than it should have, for example, than if he had died of natural causes like
old age.

» ‘..for attempting to corrupt the minds of the young people of Athens.” What does this suggest that Socrates did?
The word ‘corrupt’ means to act dishonestly in return for personal gain. It was suggested that Socrates used his
position or power to get young people to act in a way which was beneficial to him.

* ‘..to be a ludicrous affair” What does this phrase suggest about Socrates feelings about the trial?
The word ‘ludicrous’ means foolish or unreasonable. In this instance the word ‘affair’ refers to an event, specifically
the trial. So this phrase suggests that Socrates thought the trial to be foolish and to be totally unreasonable.
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
